Presley Joines Jr., passed away peacefully on February 17, 2021 in Yale New
Haven Hospital Saint Raphael’s Campus. Presley was born in Harlem, NY to
the late Presley Joines Sr. and Doreatha Grayson-Joines on January 11,
1948. He was preceded in death by his loving paternal grandparents Elizabeth
and Henry Joines. He attended the Laurinburg Institute Preparatory School in
Laurinburg, NC and graduated from Wilby High School in Waterbury, CT in
1968 where he was a member of the football and track and field teams. After
graduating from high school, Presley went on to attend college at North
Carolina A&T University where he was awarded an athletic scholarship for his
outstanding skills in football. 

Throughout his life there were many awards and accolades bestowed upon
Presley for his great athleticism. In high school he was a letterman and held
the title of Captain. In his junior year of high school Presley broke a state
record for track and field in the shotput event and he was slated to play
professional football. Although he never did play on a national team, Presley
continued to keep himself in shape both mentally and physically through
martial arts. He has won 1st place championships in Karate, Judo and
Taekwondo. Studying under Sensei Moon at Moon’s Academy of Martial Arts,
he earned 3rd degree black belts in Karate and Taekwondo and a 1st degree
black belt in Judo; he continued to study until a severe injury left him partially
paralyzed. 



Affectionally known as Big Prez to those who had the pleasure of knowing
him, he is remembered as a giant who was light on his feet, soft hearted, but
nothing to play with; a gentleman with class and style. To his family he was
known as the protector and so much more. If you had the pleasure of being
around him, you knew family was extremely important. 
Presley always took time out for the younger generations of his family, playing
chess and any game that challenged the mind and mental strength while also
sharing words of wisdom. His family will miss talking with him about politics
and social justice.
