
Vivian "Earl" Anthony Dawes

Vivian “Earl” Anthony Dawes was born on July 11, 1949, in Mandeville,
Jamaica, located in Manchester Parish, the eldest son to the late Vivian Uriah
Dawes and Iris (Loney) Dawes. 

 

Growing up in the Berry Hill area of Mandeville with his siblings, Earl was a
social and outgoing individual with a wide circle of friends. Known for his
humor, he was often regarded as a jokester and prankster among his peers.
Earl was also resourceful and skilled; on Saturdays, he would repair bicycles
at his family home, attracting neighbors who needed his services. He attended
The Ebenezer School and, at just 16, began an apprenticeship as an auto
mechanic at a local bus company. 

In June 1968, at the age of 18, Earl left Jamaica for the United States, where
he resided with his sister in Middletown, Connecticut before starting his own
family. He worked as a custodian in the Environmental Department at
Middlesex Memorial Hospital before taking a position as a Machine Operator
for Stone Container Corporation in Portland, CT where he worked for many
years before retiring in 2008. He was also very skilled at residential plumbing
and would often do side jobs for his close friends and family. 

He is survived by his longtime partner, Gladys J. McGill of Middletown, CT, his
four children, Lisa Dawes and Sonia Dawes-Montford, of Middletown, CT,
